“It would be more appropriate to say that the Avatar is God and that God becomes man for all mankind and simultaneously God also
becomes a sparrow for all sparrows in Creation, an ant for all ants in Creation, a pig for all pigs in Creation, a particle of dust for all dusts in
Creation, a particle of air for all airs in Creation, etc. for each and everything that is in Creation.”
